James Adam Davis was born in Mokane, Missolwiigust25, 1905, one of seven
children of Barnabas Caroll Davis, a farmer, and Harriet A. Jones Daws was a
member of the United Automobile Workers and served as their international
representative; United Steelworkers of America; Advisory CowmcHuman Rights;
Governmental Affairs Program Advisory Council, School of Business and Public
Administration, University of Missow€olumbia; Missouri Manpower Advisory
Committee (MidContinent Regional); Missouri Trade Mission to Europe, 1964; first
Missouri Atomic Energy Commission; Mi@ontinent Advisory Council under the
auspices of the State Department, 1967; Governor' s Advisory Council on Unemployment
Compensation; State Environmental Improvement Authority; and board of directors of
the Missouri Association for Social Welfare .

He also served as secretaimyasurer of the CIO Industrial Union Council and the
AFL-CIO State Council for over twenfive years, secretary for the national
CIO's Missouri Valley Authority Committee and secretagasurer for the State
Industrial Union Council's Missouri Valley Authority Committee.
