Defeat Fuschia in Overtime

In a seiting more reminiseent of an 18th eentury “duel at dawn™ the
Highland Avenue Aces of Wilmette, 1L suceessfully defended their world
Guts Frisbee champlonship at the International Frisbee Tournament by
defeating the Berkeley Frisbee Group Fuschia team 13-21, 21-18, and

21-13.

The unprecedented “overtime” final match took place at 7 a.m. on
the morning of July 3, after darkness had called a halt to the previous

day's activity.

Among those who have indulged
in Frisbee Marathons are a group
at Purdue University, the Epsilon
Epsilon Chapter of Alpha Phi Om -
cga al Missouri Valley College in
Marshall, Va., a group headed by
Hob Bell in Worcester, Mass., and
Dynamite Doering and His Soar-
ing Frishee Flingers in South Wind-
sor, Conn, who went 241 hrs. 8 min.
